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"As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." When Jesus 
said these words, he began to alter the lives of his disciples. 
His message: ‘What has been going on in my life is not over. 
It's going to continue through you.’ Plans of living a normal life 
are gone for these people. The resurrection of Jesus from the 
dead has changed all of that. They were recreated in Jesus for 
something bigger than life as usual. The ruler of all creation is 
now saying, I am sending you because I am not finished yet. I 

have just begun. There is a whole world out there to save. 
 

"As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." Jesus' mission of reclaiming the world, of 
reaching out to what was lost and to draw it back to God is something that is still happening. 
And he said that not only is he sending us, but he is sending us as the Father sent him. 
What does that mean that we are sent like Jesus was?  
 

We were built for something bigger than life as usual. We were built to be part of what God 
is doing in the world, part of something that has to do with light and darkness, life and death, 
evil and goodness. It might not be flashy stuff, but we are called to do important stuff and 
this is true for each one of us as Christians. It might not be 55,000 at a time like Billy  
Graham did. It might not even be 50. It might only be 5—5 people in our family, in our 
neighborhood, in our office, but God has called us to something bigger than just earning a 
paycheck or providing for our families or trying to make due in life—to simply exist and  
survive. He has called us to be more than that; something God sized. It might not be flashy, 
because God size things are not always flashy, because the things that God is doing in the 
world has to do with love and service and caring and praying and these things aren't always 
things that people notice, but God notices because God is already invested in that. This is 
what we are created for. We are built for so much more. 
 

If you are still living simply to exist, then let me encourage you to take a 1st step. The 1st step 
is to admit that, but the 2nd step is to know that God has created you for more than that and 
to be willing to say, "Okay God, I believe that Jesus Christ has paid the price for that kind of 
life and I am willing to turn around and live a new way. Come and show me how to do it. 
Come and do it in me." The next thing that Jesus did to His disciples was, He breathed on 
them and said, “Receive the Holy Spirit”. This may be a foretaste of what we experience 
when we are sent. We need to avoid attempting to do God’s work in our own strength, but 
instead ask for the power and strength of the Holy Spirit to be breathed into us. And if you 
want to take a step like that, all it takes is an honest prayer in your heart to turn your life 
over to God in service.  
 

But many of us have had that conversation and yet it still feels like our lives are all bottled 
up. We are still living for the normal concerns of making sure we've got good food, a safe 
house and a decent vacation. These are good things, but we are built for more than that. I 
would like to give a few suggestions on how we can break out of that pattern if that's where 
we find ourselves right now. 
 

From July 30-Aug. 3rd we will be in St. Louis for our 4th Annual Interfaith Service Trip to help 
repair homes damaged by flooding a year ago. I hope you might make the prayerful deci-
sion now to take advantage of that time. This could be life changing. Another way that you 
can serve closer to home is to volunteer your time at a local PADS site. This is the 1st year 
that PADS will be open throughout the summer in our area, and although schedules have  
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 (Pastor Jim’s  page continued…) 
mostly been set, substitute volunteers are still needed. Both the Journeys-The Road Home site and the Wheeling 
Township Food Pantry are in need of additional help in sorting and stocking their shelves. There is also a co-op farm in 
Wauconda under development whose ultimate mission is to provide fresh produce for the homeless and needy in our 
area. These are only a few of the ways that you can be “sent”. For more info on any of these ministries, please contact 
me with any questions. 
 

But even if we do that, we maybe need to get some work done on our hearts first so that we are ready for whatever 
God says. So let me give these two suggestions for the heart work that needs to be done. The first is to memorize 
John 20:21. "Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." Memorize that and think about that; 
think about what it means, what was Jesus doing in the world, how did he live, how is God at work in the world now 
and how am I caught up in that? Think about that. The other thing is to pray. One of the best prayers in scripture is 
when you say, "Here I am, send me." Are you ready to pray that prayer?  
 

Brothers and Sisters in Christ: God’s peace be with you over these summer months. I pray you will find rest as 
needed, but that you will also look for ways to be sent as the Holy Spirit calls you.  Pastor Jim 
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May 7-Missional Evangelism: To Your Community  Making a difference in your community will require getting 
outside the church walls. New Life Church in British Colombia places a premium on caring for the needy 
and celebrating the often-unappreciated people who serve their community. Their influence is felt because 
of their commitment to work as a redemptive force in the world. These successful efforts may stir up a de-
sire to reach out where we live. If so, if we are willing to make some changes, God can transform us into 
people and churches that reach our communities. 
May 14-Missional Evangelism: Touch Broken Lives  Jesus reached out to a cynical generation, and he teaches us 
how to do the same. Churches that speak to the suspicions of non-believers are seeing a great return on 
their work. Following the experiences of a pastor who encountered those suspicions first hand, this study 
asks, How do we reach out to a cynical generation?                                                                                                                             
May 21-The Gospel, a Napkin, and Four Circles  Examine a new way of expressing the gospel especially de-
signed to explain God’s “Big Story” with diagrams simple enough to be drawn on a napkin at a coffee shop. 
Today's young people do not look at the world as their parents did, so the way we express the gospel to 
them needs to be rethought.
